Rental Agreement Contracts, for the care of the Tuxedos, will be
distributed prior to the first performance in October. Tuxedos will not be distributed to students unless

the $55 payment has been made to WHSIMD and the signed Rental
Agreement Contract has been returned to the Instrumental Music Dept.

2. Purchase a New Tuxedo.

If you choose to purchase a Tuxedo you may do so. We have negotiated special pricing for WHSIMD
students at Friar Tux shop in Thousand Oaks. Depending on how many students will be purchasing new
tuxedos, we will either arrange to have fittings done at WHS or you will have to go to Friar Tux directly

to have your student fitted.
